9 August 1992 to June 1996: Academy Provost, Nigerian Defence Academy, Kaduna. I was, here, the administrative head of the Defence Academy’s Academic Branch which runs the undergraduate degree courses that all cadets must pass before they are commissioned as officers in the Nigerian Armed Forces. Partly as a result of the solid academic foundation which I and others helped to lay there, the Academy was ranked 9th  out of the 36 universities which were accredited by the NUC in 1999/2000.

10 July 1996 to July 2001: Executive Secretary, National Universities Commission, Abuja, Nigeria. As Executive Secretary of NUC I had to give leadership in the conduct of the accreditation exercise in 1999/2000, in the conduct of visitation to all Federal universities (1999) and in preparing the document for the upcoming World Bank project, the NUSIP. Funding improved more than six fold in my time. I was also a key participant in the negotiations with staff unions in 1999, 2000 and 2001.I also helped to build 60 flats for NUC staff housing in addition to helping to acquire another 19 units of accommodation. Equally importantly, I was a tireless advocate of reform in the system throughout my tenure. In this connection, I played a key role in fashioning out a Government policy document on autonomy, which has been widely commended as providing a good basis for the de-regulation of the Nigerian University System. It was also in my time that e-mail was first introduced in Nigerian universities and by the time I left arrangements to connect most universities to the Internet had reached an advanced stage.

I also supervised 18 undergraduate dissertations, 13 M.A. theses and 2 Ph.D theses in the areas of language and linguistics. I also examined for Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria, University of Jos, University of Abuja and Usmanu Danfodio University, Sokoto in the areas of English Language and Linguistics at levels ranging from undergraduate to PhD. In addition to these teaching commitments, I was also active on the administrative scene at Bayero University where I was at various times Head of Department, Dean of the Faculty of Arts and Islamic Studies, Dean of the Postgraduate School and Deputy Vice-Chancellor. In this last capacity, I played a key role in many administrative reforms which improved the transparency and efficiency of the University.
